Ken Smith, CORTA President  TennisWorks in the Parks, the various
camps and academy, is introducing tennis to more kids than ever.

Many of us remember when the twelve courts were all we had at
Cooper Creek. Then in 1993, the Columbus Tennis Patrons and
Parks and Recreation opened a new facility of 20 courts which was
quickly outgrown. In 2001, another grand opening featured an addi-
tion of 10 courts with a stadium court and annex building.

CORTA now faces another challenge. Our league participation
numbers have grown. Practice courts are hard to come by during
the league seasons. Is it again time to expand Cooper Creek’s ten-
nis court numbers? If so, how many courts should be added to the
complex and what surface should they be? How shall we raise the
money to pay for construction and to maintain them?

As many of you know, CORTA now owns approximately 7 acres
directly behind Courts 22-23. Columbus State University has ex-
pressed an interest in moving their tennis facility to Cooper Creek.
CSU would like to build a state of the art tennis complex. These
courts would be hard surface and controlled by CSU. CORTA is
exploring the possibility of a joint venture that would allow our ex-
pansion as well as meet the needs of the CSU tennis program. We
are in the very early stages of discussion and it remains to be seen
how negotiations will develop.

The board welcomes your thoughts and recommendations for our
need of a possible expansion, and in what direction it might go.

In the meantime, let us all continue to enjoy our great 30 court
facility and keep reminding ourselves how fortunate we already are.

Just when we thought we had finished with our TennisWorks in the Schools  Program for this
school year, we were given a chance to work with the 21% Century summer school kids. This
time 36 students came to Cooper Creek to learn to play tennis. We had a great time with them
and they all ended up with a new tennis racquet and ball and much promise of a future in tennis.

In looking back on our 2005-06 school year | am amazed at the numbers. We worked with 23
schools and 920 students. We are up significantly from last year by 289 kids! Although these
numbers look great and are definitely a measure of success, there are other things that stand out
in my mind as significant!
From our TWS program we established an after school tennis program for middle school students. Our first season of Middle
School Team Tennis had 12 teams from 8 area schools with 144 players participating.

Working with the 21% Century Program has been so successful they are now building tennis into their curriculum every year,
providing every child in the program new tennis racquets. Also, next year the goal is to provide the parents a racquet as well!

And last but not least, Brandon, an autistic student from the Woodall School who has participated in our TWS program for 3
years, learned to count to 5 by counting the number of tennis balls he hit. You may not think this is significant, but Brandon is 15
years old. Believe me, it was a BIG deal!

Maybe in your eyes, some of these things are not great accomplishments. Believe me, no one knows more than | how important
numbers and figures are to a business. | know statistics and growth triggers scholarships, grants and the funding we need for
these programs. But sometimes it is the personal achievements, the dreams coming true, and yes, counting to five that takes my
breath away. And this is why | love my job. Thanks again to the awesome volunteers who have helped me all year in the schools,
programs, and tournaments! | could not do this without you!
